A. INTRODUCTION / BACKGROUND

The goal of the Miami Beach Shared-Car Concept Program is to combine Transportation Demand
Management (TDM) strategies and measures, which aim to reduce automobile travel demand, with support
from a menu of alternative transportation arrangements. TDM strategies include bicycling, walking,
electronic substitutes for travel such as telecommuting, and a variety of shared and public transportation
strategies. The Shared-Car Program will be a component in the City’s overall effort to promote multimodal
transportation options, which will help to facilitate mobility throughout the City.

The Shared-Car Program has been a success in Europe since the 1980’s, and spread to North America in
the early 1990’s. Nearly 20 major cities, such as Chicago, Portland, San Francisco, and Atlanta, plus a few
smaller towns and university campuses, such as Gainesville, now have car-sharing. Shared-Car programs
enable individuals to acquire the benefits of private-vehicle use at a lower cost relative to vehicle ownership,
taxis, or conventional rental. More specifically, through collective ownership, high fixed auto-ownership
costs are spread across a group of individuals, making vehicle miles cheaper than if each member owned or
leased a private vehicle. Rather than financing a personal auto, individuals pay to access a vehicle fleet on
an as-needed basis. At present, almost all U.S. Shared-Car programs are deployed according to the
neighborhood model in which vehicles are parked in designated spots throughout a region or locality,
providing convenient access to a broad set of members living in an area.

Successful car-sharing development has tended to be associated mainly with densely populated areas such
as city centers and more recently university and other campuses. There are some programs (mostly in
Europe) for providing services in lower density and rural areas. Low-density areas are considered more
difficult to serve with car-sharing because of the lack of alternative modes of transportation and the
potentially larger distance that users must travel to reach the cars.

The demographic and geographic characteristics of Miami Beach appear to be favorable for successful
implementation of a Shared-Car Program.

K. NEGOTIATIONS

The City may award a contract on the basis of initial offers received, without discussion, or may require
Proposers to give oral presentations based on their Proposals. The City reserves the right to enter into
further negotiations with the top-ranked Proposer, (following authorization of negotiations by the City). No
Proposer shall have any rights in the subject project or property or against the City arising from such
negotiations. Notwithstanding the proceeding, the City is in no way obligated to enter into a contract with the
top-ranked and/or successful proposer, in the event the parties are unable to negotiate a contract.

L. PROTEST PROCEDURE

Proposers that are not selected may protest any recommendation for selection of award in accordance with
the proceedings established pursuant to City of Miami Beach Ordinance No. 2002-3344. Protest(s) not
timely made pursuant to the requirements of Ordinance No. 2002-3344 shall be barred.
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M. RULES; REGULATIONS; LICENSING REQUIREMENTS

Proposers are expected to be familiar with, and comply with, all Federal, State, County, and City laws,
ordinances, codes, and regulations that may in any way affect the services offered, including without
limitation the Americans with Disabilities Act, Title VII of the Civil Rights Act, the EEOC Uniform Guidelines,
and all EEO regulations and guidelines. Ignorance of the law(s) on the part of the Proposer will in no way
relieve it from responsibility for compliance.

N. DEFAULT

S. PUBLIC ENTITY CRIME (PEC)

(2) The existence of benefits providers willing to offer equal benefits to the City Contractor;
and

(3) The existence of federal or state laws which preclude the City Contractor from ending
discrimination in benefits.

B. CASH EQUIVALENT

“Cash Equivalent” means the amount of money paid to an employee with a Domestic Partner
(or spouse, if applicable) in lieu of providing Benefits to the employees’ Domestic partner (or
spouse, if applicable). The Cash Equivalent is equal to the employer’s direct expense of
providing Benefits to an employee for his or her spouse.

The cash equivalent of the following benefits apply:

a. For bereavement leave, cash payment for the number of days that would be allowed as
paid time off for death of a spouse. Cash payment would be in the form of wages of the
domestic partner employee for the number of days allowed.

b. For health benefits, the cost to the Contractor of the Contractor’s share of the single
monthly premiums that are being paid for the domestic partner employee, to be paid on a
regular basis while the domestic partner employee maintains the such insurance in force for
himself or herself.

c. For family medical leave, cash payments for the number of days that would be allowed as
time off for an employee to care for a spouse that has a serious health condition. Cash
payment would be in the form of wages of the domestic partner employee for the number of
days allowed.
